Augmented Reality (AR) is a technology that overlays the real world
with digital information and media, such as 3D models, animated
stickers and videos, overlaying in the camera view of your smartphone,

in the real world, in real-time. Examples you may have already been using include Instagram and
Snapchat filters and stickers.

Virtual Reality (VR) is the computer-generated simulation of a three-dimensional image or
environment that we can interact with in a seemingly real or physical way by using specific
equipment, such as a headset or mobile device inside another component. A person becomes part of
a virtual world or is immersed within this environment and whilst there, is able to manipulate objects
or perform a series of actions.
